Story - or get creative and make the page unique to you!

Step 5: SAVE your fundraising page.
Step 6: Go to your email, you should receive an email from Immanuel Community
Services — Zeffy. Be sure to check under promotions and other tabs if you don't see
It.

This
will allow you to go back into your page, make changes and update.
